STATEMENT OF FAITH

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 REQUIREMENTS 
 

 

 Home-schooled students may take up to 

three academic courses and an unlimited 

number of special courses.   

 Students must take at least one academic 

course and meet KCA academic 

eligibility requirements in those courses 

in order to participate in sports, fine arts, 

or other extra-curricular activities.   

 Students desiring to take more than three 

academic classes are considered full time 

and must follow standard registration and 

tuition procedures. 

 

Home-schooled families are required to 

comply with the Annotated Code of 

Maryland Education 7-301a.  Currently, 

KCA does not offer an umbrella program for 

home-schooled students.  Transcripts and 

record keeping are the responsibility of 

parents or guardians.  KCA will provide 

progress reports only pertaining to courses in 

which the home-schooled students are 

enrolled.
